
BHARATHAKESARI MANNATH PADMANABHAN
(1878-1970)
Mannath Padmanabhan was a great social reformer who
hailed from the State of Kerala. He was born on 2nd
January 1878. His mother Parvathy Amma came from a
poor but respectable Nair family near Changanasseri.
Mannam started as a teacher in 1893 in a Govt Primary 
school, later on became a practicing lawyer in Magistrate’s
court in 1905 .

In 1915 he gave up a lucrative practice and became full
time Secretary of the Nair Service Society that had been
started at his initiative in 1914,along with 14 nair youngsters 
including Sri K Kelappan,who became the first President of 
NSS.In 1924 he took part in the Vaikkam and Guruvayoor 
temple entry and anti untouchability agitations.

He became a member of the Indian National Congress in
1947 and took part in the Travancore State Congress
agitation against Sir CP Ramasamy Iyer’s administration in 
Travancore. 

He received the Padma Bhushan 
civilian award from the President of 
India in the year 1966. In recognition  
of his successful  liberation move-
ments and valuable services to the 
society, the citizens group of Kotta-
yam awarded him the title 
'BHRTHAKESARI'.
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On 29 August 2021 , the Annual General Body meeting of 
Global NSS  was held in Mannam International Centre in New 
Delhi. A new Governing Body of  15 members was elected with 
Sri. M K G Pillai as Chairman, Sri. Babu Panicker as Vice Chair-
man , Sri. Udayabhanu as General Secretary, Sri. Ramachan-
dran Paleri and Sri. V S Subash as Secretaries , Sri. Shivaprasad 
as Treasurer.  
For the growth of the organisation and to realise its global 
dreams , continuous efforts have been made to enroll new 
members in India and across the globe .   Various committees 
have been formed to facilitate prompt completion of various 
projects undertaken and also to design strategies for further  
advancements.  A Bye Laws Amendment Committee has been 
constituted , headed by Justice (Retd) Sri. P N Ravindran, to 
bring necessary changes in the Organization's Bye Laws so 
that Global NSS can achieve its objectives in a truly global way. 
Programme committee  headed by Sri N R Panicker and Sri 
Gopakumaran Nair has been formed  to take care of all the 
Programmes of Global NSS.   Finance and resource manage-
ment are essential for the success of any philanthropic endeav-
or. We have constituted a Resource/Finance Management 
Committee for designing and implementing  appropriate 
strategies towards the same. A Magazine Committee has been 
formed to  publish a monthly  Newsletter, initially in the digital 
platform, to share the GNSS activities with the  members . This 
platform will also be used to exhibit the creative skills and 
talents of the members in various fields.  A Souvenir is 
proposed to be published in October 2022  for wider participa-
tion of State Units and Members and also to augment our 
resources.  
GNSS organised a webinar on November 14, 2021, led by Mr. K 
Jayakumar, IAS, Former Chief Secretary, Govt of Kerala, to 
encourage young aspirants for Civil Service Examinations and 
the development of comparable skills and entrepreneurial 
potential. The webcast gathering drew a large number of 
young aspirants. 
We have a slew of projects in the pipeline to empower the Nair 
community. Every month, we are holding Governing Body 
meetings to evaluate the progress. I am confident that with 
active participation from all members, state units, and affiliat-
ed organisations, we will be able to not only complete all 
projects on schedule, but also undertake many initiatives and 
fulfil the objectives for which Global NSS was founded. 
Finally, I would like to convey my heartfelt gratitude to all mem-
bers of the Global NSS for entrusting me with the role of Gener-
al Secretary. I assure you that in carrying out the duties 
assigned to me as the General Secretary of this prestigious 
organisation, I will leave no stone unturned. 

Global Nair Sewa Samaj (Global NSS ), an umbrella 
organisation of Nair Community, was created with 
high hope and ambition to spread its wings across 
India and abroad for networking and ensuring 
economic prosperity to Nairs.   Our vision and mission 
is to transform Global NSS into a strong body of Nairs 
in India and overseas through our unity, hard work 
and determination to further the resources for uplift-
ing and sustaining Economic and intellectual growth 
of the Global Nair Community.

K A Nair ( former principal secretary to Prime Minis-
ter), Sri.

We had our first 
annual Conference at Chennai and the second one  in 
Texas, USA. In 2015, we had a great International 
Conference held in New Delhi with high participation 
of delegates from India and abroad.

      With an enviable growth of our organisation, we  
have achieved many milestones. We have reasons to 
rejoice our multifarious activities including financial 
assistance rendered to girl’s education in Kerala and 
helping a homeless family in Karumadi village in 
Ambalpuzha to build and gift a reasonably decent 
home . To propagate the message of Sri. Chattambi 
Swamikal , our spiritual Guru and renaissance leader 
of Hindus, we are pursuing our efforts to include his 
teachings in the School TextBooks. 

      The first issue of our official  News Bulletin , titled “

MAP “ on 22nd  January 2022 .  Let us all take a vow

Eminent aerospace engineer and rocket 
scientist Dr.S. Somanath has been appointed 
as the new chairman of Indian Space 
Research Organisation (ISRO), as well as 
secretary of the Department of Space. 
Somanath was born in July 1963 to Shri. 
Sreedhara Panicker  and Smt. Thankamma , a 
Nair family  in Alappuzha district of Kerala. He 
realised his interest in Space while pursuing 
Mechanical Engineering from TKM College of 
Engineering, Kollam . He did Master’s Degree 
in Aerospace Engineering from Indian Insti-
tute of Science, Bangalore with specialization 
in Dynamics and Control. The gold medalist 
was recruited by ISRO for the PSLV 
programme soon after the course. He served 
as the Director of Vikram Sarabhai Space 
Centre (VSSC), Thiruvananthapuram and 
Director of Liquid Propulsion Systems Centre 
(LPSC), Thiruvananthapuram. He  has played 
a major role in the development of the Polar 
Satellite Launch Vehicle (PSLV) and  also in 
three successful missions of the Geosynchro-
nous Satellite Launch Vehicle (GSLV) with 
indigenous cryogenic stages and eleven 
successful missions of PSLV.
