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Sree Chattampi Swamikal reverently called Parama Bhattara Sree
Vidyadhiraja Chattampi Swamikal was a great scholar, sage, and
social reformer of Kerala. He was born in Kollur village of southern
Travancore, Kerala on 25th August 1853. He heralded the first
socio-cultural renaissance in the State of Kerala.
A born genius with unparalleled intellectual and creative power, he
mastered the basic tenets of all religions of the world and discov-
ered the common thread of universal love in them. He explained in
lucid terms and with unusual acumen the meanings and purport of
the realms of wisdom embedded in the scriptures of India. He was
a consummate Yogi of the highest spiritual perfection. He strictly
adhered to the characteristic virtues of an ideal sage practicing
Ahimsa, Sathya, Asteya, Brahmacharya, and Aparigraha. When
Swami Vivekananda met him at Kochi during the fag end of the
19th century, he was amazed by interacting with him and learned
the secret of Chinmudra from Sri Chattampi Swamikal.
Kerala Government has declared
25th August as “Jeeva Karunyadhi-
nam” in memory of his love towards
all living beings. His disciples have
started a Sanyasi Parampara called
Theerthapadha Sanyasi Parampara
accepting him as Sadhguru. Sri.
Pranjananda Theerthapadha Swa-
migal, head of Vazhoor Theertha-
padha Ashram is the senior Sanyasi
of this Parampara.

Sri Chattambi Swamigal attained
Mahasamadhi on 5th May 1924 at
Panmana near Kollam, Kerala, where
Panmana Samadhi Ashram is situat-
ed.

- REPORT ON TWO DAYS SEMINAR

On the 22nd and 23rd of January 2022, Global Nair Seva Samaj organised a two-day webinar on the
subject of Nairs Global Network — A Road Map in order to create an effective international and national
network of the Nair community to facilitate the multidimensional development of Nairs around the
world. The webinar was inaugurated by Dr.C.V.Anandabose. Mr.M D Jayaprakash, Governing body
member, GNSS has commendably coordinated the webinar from the beginning to end.

SESSIONS ON 22w JANURRY

The program started with a prayer by Smt.
Sudha Prasad. Mr.C.Udayabhanu, General
Secretary, welcomed the delegates and said
that due to the Covid-19 pandemic, the seminar
was changed to a webinar rather than being
held as a residential seminar on the same days
at Vivekananda Kendra, Kanyakumari, for which
all plans had been made.

The Chairman of the GNSS, Sri.M.K.G.Pillai, gave
the Presidential address. He has outlined key
milestones in the history of Global Nair Seva
Samaj and recounted some of the organiza-
tion's most illustrious moments since its incep-
tion.
